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Halloween: Oct. 31, the eve of All Saints' Day, observed with traditional games and customs like
today's "trick or treating" and other mischief. The word comes from medieval England's "All Hallows'
Eve". However, many of these customs predate Christianity, going back instead to Celtic practices.
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
